Portal before the call deadline.

The Form consists of 2 parts:

. Part A contains structured administrative information
. Part B is a narrative technical description of the application.

Part A is generated by the IT system. It is based on the information which you enter into the Portal Submission
System screens.

Part B needs to be uploaded as PDF (+ Annexes) in the Submission System. The templates to use are available
there.
How to prepare and submit it?

The Application Form must be prepared by the Consortium and submitted by a Representative. Once submitted, you
will receive a confirmation.

Character and page limits:
e  page limit: 15 pages, including instructions
e minimum font size — Arial 9 points
e  page size: A4
e  margins (top, bottom, left and right): at least 15 mm (not including headers & footers).

Please abide by the formatting rules. They are not a target! Keep your text as concise as possible. Do not use
hyperlinks to show information that is an essential part of your project.

A i you attempt to upload an application that exceeds the specified limit, you will receive an automatic warning
asking you to shorten and re-upload your application. After you have submitted it, any excess pages will be made
invisible and thus disregarded by the evaluators.
