Brussels Declar ation

“Shaping our common future: working together for msperous, cohesive and sustainable
societies for our citizens”

1. We, the Heads of State and Government of the Earopmion (EU) and of the Community of
Latin American and Caribbean States (CELAC), arel Rnesidents of the European Council
and the European Commission, met in Brussels, an@idL1 June 2015, for the 1l EU-CELAC
Summit, our eighth bi-regional meeting, under thente “Shaping our common future:
working together for prosperous, cohesive and sabée societies for our citizens”.

2. As an expression of our shared determination tindéurstrengthen our relationship, deepen our
dialogue and given the importance we attach tobthregional strategic association, we have
adopted a Declaration on a ‘Partnership for thet mexeration’, which outlines our shared
vision of the ties that bring us together and destraites our willingness to shape a joint future
and to work together for prosperous, inclusiver, febhesive and sustainable societies for the
benefit of our peoples.

3. We recall the Santiago Declaration and reaffirm ¢basensus reached in previous EU-LAC
Summits, as the repository of our long-standingn@aship and the foundation on which we
continue to build our strategic association.

4. We welcome the holding of various side events whdtk place in the context of the Summit
and we thank non-governmental organisations, bssé@s trade unions, young people,
academics and other social organizations for thatgof view submitted, which could
contribute to our discussions and to the strenghgeof our bi-regional partnership. We
particularly acknowledge the contribution of ther&ilLatin American Parliamentary Assembly
and the parliamentary political dialogue to ourtparship.
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Global challenges: shaping our common future

5. We reaffirm our commitment to all the purposes gridciples enshrined in the Charter of the
United Nations. We reaffirm our decision to supmltefforts to uphold the sovereign equality
of all States, to respect their territorial intégrand political independence, to refrain in our
international relations from the threat or use afcé in any manner inconsistent with the
purposes and principles of the United Nations,ghald the resolution of disputes by peaceful
means and in conformity with the principles of jostand international law.

6. We underscore the need to strengthen the multllagysstem and to promote more effective
and inclusive global governance, respectful ofrimaéonal law. To that end, we renew our
commitment to its reform with the view to its demeatization, inclusiveness and transparency
in order to strengthen our collective capacity @oef the many challenges posed by the new
millennium. In this context, we recognise the n&zgursue the comprehensive reform of the
main United Nations bodies, in particular the razation of the General Assembly, and
ECOSOC, and the reform of the Security Council w#h view to enhancing the
representativeness, transparency, efficiency, wtability and effectiveness of the United
Nations system.

7. We agree to strengthen our dialogue, collaboradioth cooperation on the global agenda and
our positions in international fora.

8. We reaffirm that the promotion and protection dfraiman rights of all persons, as laid down
in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, ligtee core of our Strategic Partnership. We
are further committed to the realisation of théenhtitp development. We further reaffirm our
commitment to fulfilling our obligations stemmingpf international human rights covenants
and conventions which we have ratified, and toiooiirig to improve international cooperation
and the promotion and protection of all human sgiitrough the United Nations and human
rights bodies such as the Human Rights Council. révew our commitment to fighting all
forms of intolerance and discrimination and to poten the universal respect for and
observance of all human rights and fundamentatfrees.

9. We reaffirm our commitment to fight impunity, innbiaular for the most serious crimes under
international law, notably those referred to in Reme Statute of the International Criminal
Court (ICC). Their prosecution should be ensuredtdlfing measures at the national or
appropriate level and by enhancing internationapeoation. We invite those countries which
are n(;} parties to consider the possibility tofyatir accede, as applicable, to the Rome
Statute:

The Government of Nicaragua notes with conceerctintinuing violations that systematically occgaiast international human rights and international
humanitarian law worldwide, in many cases with oepunity. Nicaragua does not tolerate impunityhwitspect to crime against the international
community and has developed robust judicial praeefisat are of exclusive competence of the Nicamagudiciary. The Government of Reconciliation and
National Unity of Nicaragua has expressed its reg@ns to the subscription or ratification to fReme Statute of the International Criminal Couegduse it
considers that the conditions to join this instito&l instrument are not yet given.

We call on all States to observe the United NatiDeslaration on the Rights of Indigenous
Peoples and other international human rights cawsnand conventions to which they are
Parties.

We reiterate our strong condemnation of terrorismail its forms and manifestations,

committed by whomever, wherever and for whateveppses. We express our determination
to effectively combat terrorism in all its forms damanifestations, in accordance with the
Charter of the United Nations and international ,lamcluding international human rights,

refugee and humanitarian law.

We recognise that transnational organised crimacéivities may, in some cases, threaten the
stability and security of States, weaken the rufelaav, governance systems, national
economies and their development, and human rightghis regard, we vow to continue
implementing, as appropriate, concrete actions,edinat strengthening, inter alia, law
enforcement cooperation, mutual legal assistanaesiorder intelligence sharing, in order to
dismantle criminal organizations, all within thdl frespect for human rights and international
law.

Taking into account that Citizen Security is a skaconcern, we undertake to promote our
dialogue on this subject and to explore opportasitio enhance our cooperation, with full
respect for sovereignty and domestic legislatiash @cording to national priorities.

We recognise that the trafficking in persons arel gmuggling of migrants are crimes with a
growing impact at the global level that expose Haouls of people to unacceptable risks and
are deeply concerned by the loss of lives. Thislireg a concerted international assessment
and response, in close partnership among courdfiesigin, transit and destination and the
contribution of international organisations, in fmadar in the framework of the United
Nations.

We expect that the Arms Trade Treaty, the firsttilatiéral legally binding instrument on the
arms trade, which includes small arms and lightpeea in its scope, will contribute to provide
an effective response to the serious consequertidkigiptrafficking and non-regulated trade

in arms to many people and States, in particulesuih the diversion of arms to non-state
actors, unauthorized users, often linked to tratiemal organized crime and to drug-
trafficking. We also expect that this Treaty coatmhtribute to the prevention of armed conflict,
armed violence and violations of international la\t.the same time, in the light of the entry
into force of the Treaty in December 2014, we irerdke treaty is applied in a balanced,
transparent and objective manner, respecting thiersign right of all states to ensure their
self-defence, in accordance with Article 51 of thaited Nations Charter. We recall the offers
of the Governments of Austria, Switzerland and Republic of Trinidad and Tobago to host
the Secretariat of the said instrumént.

Nicaragua is aware of the serious consequencéamndnitarian impact that illicit arms traffickitgs on people worldwide, for which it remains corteai
to multilateralism as a mean for its global eratiieg but does not endorse mentioning the Arms & aigkaty in this Declaration considering that theafy
does not explicitly prohibit arms transfer to notat8 actors; does not clearly reaffirm the sovereight of States to acquire, manufacture, expoport
and retain conventional arms, parts and comporientelf-defence and security needs, and it doeprdibit the transfer of arms for States thae#ten
other States with the use of force, or attack o8tates and/or carry out destabilization policied practices.

In view of the contribution that CELAC and the Edncmake for peace in the international
arena, we agree to explore together ways to fasteperation for peace and the peaceful
settlement of disputes, as well as the promotiodisdrmament and non-proliferation at the
international level. We welcome the commitment &LBC, in declaring Latin America and
the Caribbean as a zone of peace, to solve disputasgh peaceful means. We also recall the
Tlatelolco Treaty and its Additional Protocols ehé commitment by the Parties to the Treaty
and the Signatories to the Additional Protocolkdep Latin America and the Caribbean free of
nuclear weapons, and encourage other regions su@uhe same objective. We are united in
regarding the Non Proliferation Treaty (NPT) as toenerstone of the global nuclear non-
proliferation regime, the essential foundation tbe pursuit of nuclear disarmament in
accordance with article 6 of the NPT and an impar&lement in the further development of
nuclear energy applications for peaceful purposes.

We welcome the progress made on the peace prooe€olombia. We encourage the

Colombian government and the FARC-EP to make theist efforts to conclude these

negotiationsas soon as possible and we express our readin@ssvide assistance to support

the implementation of a comprehensive peace agmeribe EU and its member States are
working towards the establishment of a Trust Fumdupport of the post-conflict phase. We
strongly support the efforts of the Colombian goweent and the FARC-EP that seek to
reconcile the Colombian people to achieve stabtkelasting peace in Colombia and take into
account the rights of victims of the armed conflitte also hope that the formal talks between
the Government of Colombia and the ELN will startsaon as possible.

In a spirit of cooperation the EU and Cuba initthteegotiations in early 2014 on a Political
Dialogue and Cooperation Agreement which will sergace concluded, as the enabling
framework for closer relations and engagement ippett of the on-going modernisation
process in Cuba. This agreement will also conteliatthe further consolidation of the overall
structure of the EU-CELAC bi-regional relations.

We welcome the announcement made last 17 DecemybiirebPresidents of the Republic of
Cuba and the United States of America, Raul CaRuz and Barack Obama, on the
reestablishment of diplomatic relations. In thiswtext, we expect all necessary steps to be
taken towards an early end to the embargo. Withreece to UNGA resolution A/RES/69/5,
we reaffirm our well-known positions rejecting coe@e measures of unilateral character as
well as on the application of the extra-territonbvisions of the Helms-Burton Act. These
measures have provoked undue humanitarian consssgien the Cuban people and are
damaging to the legitimate development of econdime& between Cuba, the European Union
and other countries.

Reiterating our rejection of coercive measuresnifateral character with extraterritorial effect
that are contrary to international law, we reaffoor commitment to the peaceful settlement of
disputes. We take note of the Special Declaratibi©ELAC on unilateral actions against
Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela of ®®f January 2015 and the CELAC communiqué in
solidarity of 28" of March 2015.

We confirm our disposition to work together at glbbevel to achieve strong, inclusive,
sustainable, balanced growth, with a view to purgustainable development and delivering
better and more equitable living standards, digdifand productive employment and decent
work, in particular for all vulnerable groups, imrorespective economies. In addition, we
emphasize our commitment to continuing our joirfibe$ towards the full implementation, by
all IMF members, of the 2010 agreed quota refortns.this regard, we reiterate our
commitment to continue working together towarde® mternational financial architecture, as
agreed in the Madrid and Santiago Summits. We r@sw@in committed to the full, timely and
consistent implementation of the international ficial regulation agenda so as to strengthen
the resilience of the financial system and redugstesnic risks which is key for a
comprehensive reform of the global financial system

22. Given the challenges litigation poses and in ofwestrengthen the orderliness and
predictability of the sovereign debt restructurpprgpcess, we welcome the international work
on strengthened collective action and pari passwsels. We call for their inclusion in
international sovereign bonds and encourage tleenational community and private sector to
actively promote their use. We take note of ongamtgrnational discussions in relevant fora to
build consensus on the sovereign debt restructyriogess.

We reiterate our commitment to avoid protectionignall its forms. We support an open and
non-discriminatory, rules-based multilateral tragstem and the full respect of its disciplines.
We recognise the contribution of that system tordwvery from the economic crisis, and in
promoting growth and development in line with thengiple of special and differential
treatment for developing countries, where approgrias expressed in the Madrid and Santiago
Summits.

In this context, we agreed on the importance e@igfthening the multilateral trading system by
achieving an ambitious, comprehensive and balawcetlusion of the Doha Development
Round. We call on Members of the WTO to implemérat dlecisions emanating from th& 9
Session of the WTO Ministerial Conference held iecBmber 2013 in Bali, Indonesia,
including the ratification of the Agreement on Tea@acilitation with the view to its entry into
force as soon as possible. We also call for theldpment of a post-Bali Work Programme by
July 2015, as agreed by the decision of the Ge@ahcil of the WTO of 27 November 2014,
so as to allow for a ministerial agreement on thestanding issues of the Doha Development
Round by the TOWTO Ministerial Conference in Nairobi.
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25. We are determined to eradicate poverty in allotenfs and achieving sustainable development
in its three dimensions, that is, economic, scaal environmental in a balanced and integrated
manner. To this end, we reaffirm our commitmentatopt an ambitious, universal and
transformative post-2015 development agenda thatres no one is left behind. Achieving this
shared agenda requires commitment and action byoaltries. We commit to strengthen the
global partnership for development, promote policgherence at all levels, and a
comprehensive innovative approach to the mobilratand effective use of all available
public, private, domestic and international resear@as well as development, transfer and
dissemination of knowledge to foster scientific atethnological cooperation for the
achievement of sustainable development and inmmvaln this regard, we recognise the need
for regular follow-up and review of the Post 201§efda at the global level in the context of
the High Level Political Forum, including on meaok implementation, as well as at the
national and regional levels, as appropriate. W& nthe EU's collective commitment to
achieve the 0.7% ODA/GNI target within the timenfi@of the post-2015 agenda. We agree on
the importance that this target be met in a tingid effective manner and call on the other
developed countries to also commit to achieve tli&00DA/GNI target within the same time
frame. We also call on other countries to increhsér commitments to developing countries
and to LDCs in particular.

26. We recognise that the particular challenges fattimgcountries in special situations, such as
least developed countries, land-locked developntries and small island developing states,
require a specific attention in the Post-2015 Depelent Agenda. We reaffirm our
commitment to address their special developmentdsié@ough the full, timely and effective
implementation of the relevant international coaefemes. In the case of land-locked developing
countries, special attention should be paid withieav to facilitate freedom of transit to the
territory of transit States according to internagiblaw.

27. We recognise the different visions, approaches, elso@nd tools to achieve sustainable
development in harmony with nature in order to aehia just balance among the economic,
social and environmental needs of present anddiganerations, recognizing that planet Earth
and its ecosystems are our home and that "Motheh'Ea a common expression in a number
of countries and regions. In this regard, we ackadge that green economy in the context of
sustainable development and poverty eradicatiofdcenhance our ability to manage natural
resources sustainability and with lower negativeirenmental impacts, increase resource
efficiency and reduce waste.

28. We recognise that migration and mobility can makgeoaitive contribution as an enabler to
inclusive growth and sustainable development. W&nawledge the opportunities and
challenges of migration in the implementation of tpost-2015 Development Agenda,
recognising its positive economic, social, labaultural and political impact in both origin
and host societies.
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29. We reiterate our adherence to the United NatiomasnEwork Convention on Climate Change
(UNFCCC) and all its principles, to protect thenwite system for the benefit of present and
future generations of humankind on the basis oftgqnd in accordance with common but
differentiated responsibilities and respective téliges (CBDR-RC) and we remain convinced
that climate change is one of the main problemsuwftime, and that its global nature also
requires global solutions.

30. We urge all countries of the international commynitarticularly the developed countries, to
fulfil their commitments under the Convention ahé tyoto Protocol, and to ratify urgently
the Amendment to the Protocol to allow the entryoifiorce of the second period of
commitments as soon as possible.

31. We express our will to adopt a global legally birglagreement under the UNFCCC by 2015
and for it to come into effect and be implementesinf 2020, applicable to all parties. We
underscore our commitment to reach an ambitiougemgent in 2015 in accordance with
principles of CBDR-RC, in light of different natiahcircumstances, with a view to reducing
greenhouse gas emissions so as to hold the indregsebal average temperature below 2° C,
or below 1.5° C, above pre-industrial levels; binddresilience to the adverse effects of climate
change and addressing climate change impacts eoimgjdits implications on sustainable
development and poverty eradication. In this cantewe strongly support an effective
treatment of mitigation and adaptation and mearnimpfementation in the 2015 agreement, in
a balanced manner. CELAC and the EU will work thgetahead of and at the 21st Conference
of Parties in Paris in December 2015, to bring &ltoe ambitious and balanced agreement that
is needed to address the challenges emanatingctiorate change.

32. We acknowledge the adoption of the “Lima Call fdm@te Action” during COP20/CMP10,
as a major step forward in the negotiation of thements of the 2015 Agreement, the
preparation and early presentation of intendedonatly determined contributions and the
acceleration of pre-2020 Climate Action. We inateparties to the UNFCCC that have not yet
done so to come forward for those countries thatready to do so well in advance of thé'21
Conference of the Parties with their nationallyedetined contributions to the new agreement.

33. We underline the importance of mobilizing financiakources, public and private to achieve
the mitigation objective and to support adaptataations. In this context, we underline the
need of providing new and additional financial @ees from all sources to developing
countries. We reiterate the importance of the camemt to mobilize USD 100 billion per year
by 2020 from all sources and in the context of theaningful mitigation actions and
transparency of implementation, which could be ewdd, inter alia, by establishing a
monitoring, reporting and verification mechanisnd ave welcome the initial pledges totalling
more than USD 10 billion that have been made fer@neen Climate Fund, which since®21
May 2015 can allocate resources for project implaateon.

34. We also recognise the importance of the Sendai &naork for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-
2030, urge to commit in the implementation anddiwHup of this Framework, and call to
strengthen international cooperation in order thiee the goal, the outcome, the global
targets and the four priorities defined. In thimtext, we highlight the importance of the
provision of early warning systems to mitigate tleulting damages associated with natural
disasters

35. We also stress the importance of addressing th@gatidn and adaptation needs of Latin
American and the Caribbean countries in particthlase most vulnerable to climate change,
including small island developing states and lackéol developing countries, through the
mobilization of financing, as well as technologydatapacity building support, in accordance
with the UNFCCC.

36. We commit to strengthen bi-regional cooperatiomiider to better understand the causes and
consequences of disasters and slow onset eversgscchy climate change in our regions, of the
problems and consequences of climate change adivéisity loss and the importance to build
the resilience of countries, societies and ecoBystenitigation and adaptation to the adverse
effects of climate change, prevention, preparedraas$ early warning. Furthermore, we
commit to enhance cooperation on climate resilidaevelopment policies, strategies and
actions, e.g. in the areas of renewable energwndeenergy efficiency, and on preserving and
restoring forest resources. We will promote theegnation of these issues into sustainable
development strategies and in policy design. We stiess the need to create and reinforce the
capacity to deal with them through technology tfanand training in disaster risk reduction
and management, cooperation, particularly from kbpesl to developing countries, and
strengthening of institutional mechanisms. In $&ise, we agree to exchange experiences and
information between CELAC and EU States to fad#itahe design of climate change
adaptation, mitigation and recovery strategiedutiog the possibility of developing regional
projects on climate change.

37. We reaffirm our commitments adopted under the Cotioa on Biological Diversity including
its Aichi Targets, and we reiterate our readinessamply with them in order to continue our
efforts to reduce significantly the loss of biodisigy.

38. We also note that attention needs to be paid tpeiealiarity of Small Island Developing States
(SIDS) as emphasized by the outcome document oTtirel United Nations Conference on
SIDS, the SAMOA (SIDS Accelerated Modalities fortidn) Pathway, which reiterates that
SIDS are a special case for sustainable developmewiew of their unique and particular
vulnerabilities and that they remain constrainetheeting their goals in all three dimensions of
sustainable development, and whose efforts redqoe&eadditional support of the international
community to overcome the impact of climate chaWye. welcome the inclusion of SIDS in
the category of countries most in need by the OH¥Yelopment Assistance Committee
(DAC) at its High Level Meeting in December 2014chuse of their vulnerability. We also
welcome the progress in establishing the Caribligamire for Renewable Energy and Energy
Efficiency (CCREE) under the umbrella of the Susthie Energy for All Initiative (SE4ALL)
as a positive step towards supporting countriels thi¢gse special vulnerabilities.
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39. We support the Caribbean countries and their regionganizations as appropriate, in their
efforts to protect the Caribbean Sea from all foraispollution, as reflected in UNGA
Resolution 69/216 and in accordance with relevatetrnational rules and standards.

40. We stress the importance of bi-regional consultaiticthe run-up to the UN General Assembly
Special Session on Drugs in 2016 and we commibtdircue promoting an open, transparent
and inclusive preparation in order to encourageruitfdl, wide ranging and pragmatic
debate, in accordance with UNGA Resolutions 67/888200 and 69/201. We reaffirm the
commitments made in the Montevideo Declarationdapted in February 2015 by the XVII
High Level meeting of the MCCMD. In that regarde wommit to counter the Word Drug
Problem and its negative effects, in all its dimens, taking into account the existing and new
realities on the basis of the principle of command shared responsibility, with a
comprehensive, evidence-based, integrated, mulipdisary and balanced approach to all
aspects of the problem, including a perspectivepablic health, in conformity with the
purposes and the principles of the Charter of thetdd Nations, international law, the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights, underscoritiait the United Nations Drug
Conventions and other relevant international imegnts constitute the framework of the
international drug control system.

41. We pledge to promote the effective implementatidnttee international instruments of
prevention and fight against corruption in our does, in particular the Convention of the
United Nations against Corruption, and promote thensparency of public policies,
strengthening access to information, citizen paition, social control, effective and efficient
public management.

42. We highlight the importance of information and commitation technologies, including the
Internet, as well as innovation, as tools to enagerpeace, promote well-being, human
development, knowledge, social inclusion and ecoogrowth, highlighting their contribution
to the improvement of coverage and quality of dos&rvices. Likewise, we reaffirm the
peaceful use of information and communication tetbgies in a way compatible with the
purposes and principles of the United Nations @&mahd International Law and never with the
objective of subverting societies nor create situat with the potential of fostering conflict
amongst States. We therefore agree to take altteffoossible to guarantee stability and
security of Internet and ensure its governanceedas full participation of all stakeholders,
both from developed and developing countries, m ¢lercise of their respective roles and
responsibilities.

43. We reaffirm our commitment in bridging the digitiiide based on our conviction of the role
of ICTs as tools for promoting sustainable develepmand innovative solutions for the
challenges identified after 10 years of implemeataof the outcomes of the World Summit on
Information Society — WSIS. We uphold the princgté multilateralism, multistakeholderism,
democracy and transparency in our efforts towadrdsmhprovement of Internet governance.

We reaffirm the importance of our strategic parshgy, based on the principles of international

law, mutual respect and benefit, as an integrdlgfasur common efforts to deliver sustainable

development and bring about more democratic, prosise equitable, inclusive, cohesive and

fair societies in our countries.

We recognise that our economic links are driversusitained and inclusive economic growth,
and should further allow the protection of the emwment and promotion of social equity and
inclusion, and dignified and productive employmamid decent work in both regions. We
welcome the growth in trade in goods and servicesvéen our regions. In addition, we
recognise that the EU continues to be the leadingidgn investor in CELAC countries, as well
as the increase in investments from CELAC towangsBEU. We reaffirm our commitment to
adopt policies that promote increased trade andals@nd environmentally responsible
investment between CELAC and EU countries, condnteat this will contribute to a
framework that supports sustained, sustainableraasive development.

We highlight the strong commitment to achieve tfieative ratification and implementation of
existing Association and Trade Agreements betwberEtlJ and the countries and regions of
CELAC. The Parties to these agreements recogneie \thlue as instruments to enhance bi-
regional trade and investments as well as havidigegt positive impact on jobs and contribute
to inclusive growth and development in both regions

We stress the importance of investing in, promoting facilitating the competitiveness and
participation of micro, small and medium-sized gmtises in bi-regional trade, as well as their
internationalisation and integration in global v&alkhains, in order to enhance their crucial role
in increasing productivity and creating wealth aledent work and quality jobs in both regions.
We commit to create an enabling environment taking account respective capabilities and
levels of development to allow these enterprisesatoess markets, capacity building,
financing, human capital and innovation.

We reaffirm our commitment to adopt policies thabmote trade and investment between
CELAC and EU countries, convinced that this willntibute to ensuring sustainable
development and can foster economic growth andgémeration of employment, especially
youth employment, in both regions. Policies promgtirade and investment should be based
on cooperation and complementarity, solidarity aodial inclusion and cohesion, respective
capabilities and levels of development, equity aadal opportunities on mutual benefits of
CELAC and EU countries.

In this regard, these policies should aim at fatilhg and deepening, as appropriate, trade
agreements, the integration of productive chaieshrology transfer, and at promoting the
participation of micro, small and medium-sized emtises, as well as of local and indigenous
actors in bi-regional trade. We recognise the ingpare of stable and transparent regulatory
frameworks in both regions and of maintaining legeftainty for economic operators. We
commit to maintain a supportive business envirorinien investors, while recognizing the
sovereign right of States to regulate in order teemtheir national policy objectives in
accordance with their national and internationahgotments and obligations. Likewise, it is
also vital that investors comply with national anternational law, in particularpter alia, on
taxes, transparency, protection of the environnmsattial security and labour.

We commit to increase our joint efforts on corperadcial responsibility, and in this context
encourage the implementation of policies, Natiohetions Plans and other initiatives aiming
at promoting and strengthening the compliance wabrporate social responsibility
dispositions, principles and processes within thenework of the relevant international fora.

We are
committed to strengthen bi-regional cooperation tanidnprove coherence and effectiveness of
our development cooperation policies. We reaffiran oommitment to continue cooperating
with middle income CELAC countries to define andesmythe most appropriate forms of
cooperation for the future. We pledge to pursuediaédogue on this matter, in the bi-regional
context and international fora including at the amping Il Conference on Financing for
Development in Addis Ababa from 13-16 July 2015 olhs expected to result in an inter-
governmentally negotiated and agreed outcome, wlilbbuld constitute an important
contribution to the post-2015 development agenda.
